It is a very busy summer!

Vacation Bible School has con-
cluded with 275 students and work-
ers enrolled.  There were 27 profes-

sions of faith on Thursday morning, and Family night 
was well attended.  The offering given by the students 
was just over $500.  The funds will purchase play-
ground equipment for the Visitation Center at the Tel-
ford Unit.  I am always amazed by VBS.

As I write this column, about 90 youth and workers 
are at Mission-Fuge in Nashville.  The students are 
participating in mission projects around Music City.

Next week 54 students and workers attend Centri-
Kid in Sherman, Texas.  In July even more students 
and workers will be off to RA and GA Camps at Lake-
view Encampment at Lone Star.

At Deacons Meeting on Sunday night Fred Milton, 
Chairman of the New Building Committee presented 
some early discussions of the committee studying our 
facility needs.

Phase I (in 2011) updating bathrooms and class-
rooms under our existing rooflines.

Phase II (approx. 2016) expanding the vestibule, 
south parking lot, and drive-way onto Highway 8 to be 
more user-friendly.

Phase III (approx. 2021) enlarge the fellowship hall 
by removing two-story educational space and con-
structing a structure to replace the portable buildings.

All of these ideas are preliminary and still need 
prayer and discussion.  Please feel free to provide input 
to Chairman Fred Milton, Betty Hammonds, Brian 
McAlexander, Craig Norman, David Ruff II, and Jill 
Whittington.

Also, the first scholarships were granted by the 
church through the McCoy Foundation.  Eight stu-
dents received scholarships, based primarily upon fi-
nancial need, beginning in the fall semester of 2010.  
Two additional scholarships will be given through 
Texas A&M Texarkana and Texarkana College.

Next month we will celebrate a very special anniver-
sary.  Rick and Julie Rothwell came to serve this fel-
lowship 15 years ago.  It will be our privilege to recog-
nize them on Sunday, July 18th.  

I hope you have some time to relax during this very 
busy summer.
