From the Pastor…
We began 40 days of 
“Rediscovering How to Share 
Our Faith” with the start of our 
Revival on Sunday September 
19th.  The attendance at the Re-

vival services was super.  I am still hearing positive 
comments about Sam Dennis, our preacher, and Paul 
and Christy Newberry, the musicians.  Someone com-
mented it was the best Revival Team ever!  That’s 
great.

We continued our 40 day emphasis last Sunday.  We 
will commit Sunday morning worship services to this 
Rediscovery process through October 31st.

This is our third Rediscovering emphasis for 2010.  
We began the year with Rediscovering our First Love, 
(personal devotions).  Next we had Rediscovering the 
Home, (family) and now we are in our personal evan-
gelism series.

During the Revival I asked you to write down the 
name of the family member, friend, student, or fellow 
worker that came to mind during the services.  I be-
lieve the Lord Jesus lays people on our hearts for us to 
witness to.  These folks can’t be reached by just any-
body, they have to be reached by us.  They came into 
our thoughts for a reason, an eternal reason.

We don’t evangelize in our own strength.  If we at-
tempt to share our faith in human power we are 
doomed to failure.  It is Spiritual work that must be 
approached with Spiritual strength.  The first step in 
reaching the person that the Lord has laid on our hearts 
is to pray for them.  When we pray for a specific indi-
vidual we ask for the Lord to reveal Himself to them.  
God is the Savior.  We can’t save anyone, but God is 
able to speak powerfully to the heart.  It is true that a 
person can refuse the Lord’s calling.  But I like to think 
that the Lord lays people on our hearts that belong to 
Him.  They are “lost” to Him and he wants them to be 
found.  So, if they are on your mind, the Lord is reveal-
ing someone that belongs to Him.

The second step in reaching the person on our 
hearts is sowing the Word of God into their minds.  
Sunday School, Worship services, Bible studies, and 
personal devotions are ways Divine truth is sown.  We 
can also give Bibles, tracts, and devotional books to 
sow truth.  God’s Word is powerful and capable of 
penetrating the roughest exterior.

Let’s be faithful to pray and sow truth into the lives 
of the people that came to mind during the revival.  
Let’s Rediscover How to Share our Faith!!
