From the Pastor…

When Jesus was born, Israel 
was in darkness.  The Roman 
Empire dominated the world 
exacting taxes and threatening 
any act of independence.  In 

Jerusalem the religious rulers having fallen away 
from truth persecuted the Savior born in Bethle-
hem.

Hundreds of years before His birth, Isaiah 
prophesied that the people walking in darkness 
would see a great light (9:2).  Jesus was that light.

In the midst of oppression and spiritual blind-
ness many “saw” the light.  In their hearts was a 
simple hope that overcame the gloom of their day.

God’s answer to darkness was a single powerful 
light.  As a candle in a darkened room draws the 
gaze of everyone, so Jesus was a light to behold.

We are surrounded by darkness.  I fear it is 
much darker than we suspect.  We are accustomed 
to and comfortable living in darkness.  Like the 
religious leaders of Jesus’ day, we might become 
so familiar with the darkness that we fail to com-
prehend the light of the world.

The Bible predicts a time of apostasy before Je-
sus’ triumphant return.  This “falling away” from 
truth will enable evil to consolidate its strangle-
hold on the lost.

God’s solution to apostasy is simple.  He sends 
Jesus’ family into a darkened world to shine with 
the radiant luster of grace, love and truth, over-
coming darkness.

Our job is not to define how apostate our time 
has become.  We are not to point out all the ele-
ments composing the darkness.  We are to shine 
our lights and dispel the darkness.

During the holidays I enjoy driving around and 
looking at the lights.  Lights are beautiful in the 
darkness.  As the stars light the heavens, so saints 
are to light up our fallen world.  With light we can 
see.  With points of light we can navigate.  Light is 
more powerful than darkness.

I am happy to be a member of a church.  As 
such we can fulfill our calling from God to light 
the Way this Christmas.
